crimes e.g. hate crime, domestic abuse, 

sexual abuse  

 

¶ Ensure a good 101 and 999 service  

 

¶ Work with offenders to stop them  

breaking the law again  
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Priority 2: Reducing the harm caused 

by alcohol related crime  

 

We must~  

¶ Be tough in our response to alcohol  

related crimes and anti -social behaviour  

 

¶ Develop an action plan to change the  

way people use alcohol 

 

¶ Provide better services to support  

victims of alcohol abuse and offenders 

dependent on alcohol  

 

¶ Raise awareness and improve  

education about the dangers of alcohol 

misuse 

 

¶ Pursue offenders (see glossary)  
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Priority 3: The Police Budget

¶ Develop a plan to reduce costs by  

around twelve million pounds per year by 

2017 

 

¶ Explore a relationship with the Dorset  

 Police to share services and reduce costs  

 

¶ Look at sharing resources with other  

 police forces and our partner  

organisations (see glossary)  

 

¶ Campaign for more money taken from  

criminals to be invested back into local 

policing 

 

¶ Keep Police and Crime Commissioner  

support costs as low as possible
